
Lesson 6: Class Chart 6-15

Secondary Teachers
Obviously, you’re not going to create large Class Charts for each of your separate classes. 
However, the information is important enough that it should be posted in a convenient 
location.

If you’re lucky enough to be in the same room throughout the day, here’s how I’d do it.

Bulletin Board Display

1.	 Choose a bulletin board for your Class Charts.
Pick a convenient, easy-to-get-to location.

2.	 Create a roster for each class.
Using a computer, create a letter-sized roster of each of your different classes. 
The rosters should include each student’s number and first and last name.

3.	 Put ‘em up.
Make a header for the bulletin board and a nice label for each roster. Staple 
everything to the bulletin board.

4.	 Let ‘em know.
Make sure your students are aware of the fact that the student number infor-
mation they may need to complete a task can be found on your Class Charts 
bulletin board.
